ENTERPRISE can now also be used to customise screen displays,
not only to change a language, but to change words and phrases used in the software screens to meet
individual station terminology.

The multiple language feature has been designed as an in-built feature of the ENTERPRISE core software.
This same design concept has been used by BTS for its Internet facility which allows users to have full
system access via the Internet alongside users connected on a normal office network.

Gareth Hughes, BTS’ Director of Projects explained, “We have discarded the use of a separate application
for data analysis and reporting as this creates an extra layer of complexity with none of the benefits of a
fully integrated application.”

The new multiple language application can be offered in any language set; there is no language restriction
and coupled with Internet access it opens up lots of possibilities for broadcasters.

Buckland added, “In a multiple site broadcasting environment it is possible for staff operating advertising
sales modules to use the system in say, Chinese, whilst operators in the scheduling area to operate the
system in English”.

BTS has achieved these features through the use of innovative software design and technology such as
Service Orientated Architecture (SOA), enabling interactive integration with external applications and
extension of the application by advanced users.

BTS has also announced that its software is supported on Linux and Apple servers using Firefox and
Safari client software, allowing broadcasters a comprehensive choice of hardware platform.
